Papers

Last issue of our newsletter | reprinted my personal answer
to one of the questions United Methodists are asked when we
seek to be approved as Local Pastors or commissioned on
their way to becoming Ordained Elders in the denomination.
We are expected to answer in such a way that we confirm our
theological understanding of the subject and our knowledge
of United Methodist doctrine, history and polity and give
evidence from the Scriptures.

This month I'm reprinting another of my answers to one of
the many questions | have had to answer en-route to being
commissioned for elder's status.

Question: What is your understanding of the kingdom of
God; the Resurrection; eternal life?

The reign of God is not just something that is coming, some
distant hope - it is a reality that is already with us, even
though we are often unaware of it and never see it clearly.

We see this in Luke: "One day the Pharisees asked Jesus,
'‘When will the Kingdom of God come?' Jesus replied, 'The
Kingdom of God can’t be detected by visible signs. You
won’t be able to say, "Here it is!" or "It’s over there!" For the
Kingdom of God is already among you.” (Luke 17:20-22
NLT)

Even though God's reign is invisible, it is a reality in and for
us because we have become part of God's reign by the
intervention of Christ in our lives. "He has enabled you to
share in the inheritance that belongs to his people, who live
in the light. For he has rescued us from the kingdom of
darkness and transferred us into the Kingdom of his dear
Son, who purchased our freedom and forgave our sins.”
(Colossians 1:12-14 NLT)

The kingdom of God is where God’s will is done; where God
reigns; where God is in charge. We pray regularly for that
reign to come on earth as it already is in heaven. Paul tells
us that our citizenship is in heaven. (Ephesians 2:19-20) Our
native soil; source; home is where God reigns. Paul said,
"But we are citizens of heaven, where the Lord Jesus Christ
lives. And we are eagerly waiting for him to return as our
Savior." (Philippians 3:20) Citizenship is something that the
people of Philippi would understand well because of a
practice that began eighty years before Christ's birth: At
strategic locations in conquered territories, the Romans
planted colonies and then populated them with retired
soldiers and their families who had been rewarded with full
citizenship.

Each colony-city was run like a miniature copy of Rome -
with all the benefits of Roman culture. This policy was
meant to keep people from "going local" - identifying with
local cultures. We are a colony of heaven. We do not belong

citizens of it. Our primary allegiance is to Christ; to our
faith. Wherever we came from or whomever we have been or

responsibilities of our "homeland. As citizens, we are no
longer strangers or foreigners from one another.

Andy and Sally Langford write, "United Methodists also
believe with other Christians that the reign of God is both a
present and a future reality. God's reign has arrived already,
in that already we are empowered by God's Spirit to become
more like Jesus. We see evidence of God's present kingdom
when church members share a meal at a homeless shelter,
join hands to bring disaster relief, and make room in their
congregations for strangers and newcomers. Believing that
God's reign is already breaking into our world, United
Methodists actively engage in social and political reform and
do not shy away from taking positions on controversial social
issues."

Because we are the Body of Christ, we are invested with
Christ's presence and can demonstrate the reality of Christ's
reign in human lives in an incarnational way. It happens right
here, right now, in real time. It happens through real
relationships with real people who need God and the care
that God provides now - not only in the future.

The Langfords continue: "United Methodists know, however,
that the reign of God is also a future reality. We share with
other Christians the hope that God's redemptive and
renewing work will be fulfilled in God's realm at the end of
time."

While the kingdom of God lives in us, it is also obvious in
the world that there is much here and now that is antithetical
to that reign.

Michael Frost says that the mission of the Church is to
"announce and demonstrate the universal reign of God
through Christ.” We who are Church are simply called to
help people see that reign present in this world. He says:
"Imagine a friend locked in a small room. This room is dirty,
dusty, full of clutter. In fact, the dirt is so substantial that the
windows in the room are completely and totally covered in
grime, so much so that no light from the outside is able to
enter the room. Qutside the room, the sun is beginning to
rise. A beautiful sunrise is quickly developing. Your friend
has never seen a sunrise. What would you do to show the
beauty of the developing sunrise to your friend? Clean the
window! Cleaning the window would allow your friend the
ability to see a sunrise for the first time. But the grime is so
thick that cleaning the window takes time. At first, your
friend is only able to see a gradual brightening in the room.
Then little bits of orange colored light begin to shine
through. As you clean, more and more of the beautiful sight
outside becomes visible and the beauty of the sunrise
becomes reality for your friend."

We do not create the beauty of the sunrise - the reign of God
- we only strive to make it visible to others. Believers clean
windows in this world by announcing and by demonstrating;
by both their words and their actions. Paul admonished the
people in the church at Corinth, "...the Kingdom of God is

AT



not just a lot of talk; it is living by God’s power." (1
Corinthians 1:20 NLT) People won't believe what we say if
we can't give them at least a glimpse of light coming through
us. As we clean the windows, we too are grimy, as are the
rags we use in cleaning (our approaches to sharing).
However, it is our task to reveal as much as possible, as well
as we possibly can.

It is only through Christ that we have any ability or power to
reveal anything concerning God's kingdom. It is only through
Christ that we have any hope of being part of that reign.
Christ's resurrection leads to new life for us and the
fulfillment of the kingdom. Paul wrote, "Christ has been
raised from the dead. He is the first of a great harvest of all
who have died. So you see, just as death came into the world
through a man, now the resurrection from the dead has begun
through another man. Just as everyone dies because we all
belong to Adam, everyone who belongs to Christ will be
given new life. However, there is an order to this
resurrection: Christ was raised as the first of the harvest; then
all who belong to Christ will be raised when he comes back.
After that the end will come, when he will turn the Kingdom
over to God the Father, having destroyed every ruler and
authority and power."

So the same hope that leads to our new life here leads to a
new life in eternity. The reign of God is a present and future
hope. Wesley notes: “The kingdom of heaven and the
kingdom of God are but two phrases for the same thing. They
mean, not barely a future happy state in heaven, but a state to
be enjoyed on earth.... In some places of Scripture the phrase
more particularly denotes the state of it on earth; in others, it
signifies only the state of glory; but it generally includes
both”.

Wesley, though eminently practical and concrete in many
aspects, was always focused on that future state. He
encouraged believers “...by cultivating holiness in all its
branches, to maintain hope in its full energy; longing for that
glorious day, when, in the utmost extent of the expression,
death shall be swallowed up forever, and millions of voices,
after the long silence of the grave, shall burst out at once into
that triumphant song, O death, where is thy sting? O hades,
where is thy victory?”

The resurrection is the basis of our future hope as believers.
Moreover, in this, Christ's resurrection must be a very real,
physical event, or there is no real hope. This is no symbolic
representation of life - it is life itself being expressed in the
face of death. God saying, "Nevertheless, | AM!"

Like the reign of God, it is both accomplished and future -
accomplished in Christ and to be fulfilled in our lives in our
own resurrection. Paul wrote, "Since we have been united
with him in his death, we will also be raised to life as he
was." Having died to our old way of living we are given new
life and will be raised to life with him - a life lived in
eternity.

Moreover, it is an eternity lived in the presence of God, as
opposed to the alternative - eternal separation from God.
Life has won out for those who believe, and there is no
condemnation. Grace has prevailed. Paul wrote, "So just as

sin ruled over all people and brought them to death, now
God’s wonderful grace rules instead, giving us right standing
with God and resulting in eternal life through Jesus Christ
our Lord.” (Romans 5:21 NLT)

How
can we fully experience the holiday? We can experience
Christmas fully, and completely new every year, if we keep
in mind five things that are a central focus for our

celebration: Hope, Wonder, Truth, Peace and Grace.

November 27 - Part 1: Thankfully Christmas

Pastor Rob will be away this week, so Lori Potts will be
offering her own twist of the Fully Christmas theme, looking
at thankfulness at Christmas.

December 4 - Part 2: Hopefully Christmas

Christmas is supposed to be the most wonderful time of the
year. Yet it’s a well-documented fact that people struggle
more with discouragement and depression during the
holidays than at any other time. One survey reported that
forty five percent of all Americans dread the Christmas
season because it’s a reminder of an absent loved one, a lost
opportunity, a painful divorce, or unrealized dreams as one
more year passes by. So what can we do to get through the
holiday blues? That can be summed up in one word - Hope.
Hope is the essential ingredient for the kind of life that Jesus
wants for us.

December 11 - Part 3: Wonderfully Christmas

The Magi in Matthew 2:1-12 give us a rich example of how
to worship Christ the Savior. We learn from Matthew’s
account that Christ was born in Bethlehem as predicted by
the prophet. The Magi followed His star from the east and
searched out what was written about the Savior — all so that
they might come and worship him! Considering the Magi’s
example, we'll look at six ways we might worship Christ the
Savior: this Christmas season.

Christmas

After all the Christmas stuff is put away and everything is
cleaned up, we feel like we can go on with life. Christmas is
over until next year and in some ways that is a relief. But if
we rightly understand Christmas, it's not over at midnight of
December 25. It's not even over when "Christmastide™ ends
on January 6. Christmas is actually just the beginning of the
Christian year and not the end; it's just the beginning of a
year filled with God's grace.
